So far in this unit we’ve treated Daniel Gilbert’s essay like a springboard: you analyzed the way he supported his ideas in order to locate a place for you to bounce off from.  Since then, you’ve gathered multiple sources and wrote about the ways in which they connect to Gilbert’s text.  Now your task is to start exploring a claim (position) of your own that speaks back to Gilbert’s essay.  In other words, use your research to walk your readers through your ideas which have been initially inspired by what Gilbert writes, and are then further developed by your analysis of outside research. 

Therefore your draft should be focused on the following tasks: 

· Situate Yourself and Your Readers:
· Orient your reader to Gilbert’s essay just enough so that a person who hasn’t read his essay can follow along. 
· Build out from Gilbert’s essay in some way. That might be by challenging one of his claims, or it might be by extending one of his ideas. In either case, you’ll help yourself out if you can explain to your reader what direction you’re going in and why you’re building in the direction you are.

· Make Use of Sources 
· As with Gilbert’s essay, explain your sources to help your reader understand what your sources are about, since they likely won’t have read them.
· Do more than simply report your source’s findings; think about the implications of your sources’ evidence and about additional ways that evidence can be interpreted.  In other words, how might you analyze the ideas or data brought up in the sources in order to continue building out from Gilbert’s essay?

· Think
· Do lots of thinking-on-paper or inquiring in this draft, and use your sources to help you do that. 
· Feel free to be open about places where answers are unclear or hard to determine.
· Continue to consider the questions posed on the other side of this prompt as you explore different ways to think about sources.
