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Each of you will receive individualized feedback (from your peers and also in our mini-conference) related to the ways in which you might consider revising your essay.  However, there are some general guidelines you all need to follow: 

CLAIM:
Is your claim/main argument different from Gilbert? Is it an interesting idea that is worthwhile to read and write about? 

Is your claim clearly stated for the reader somewhere in the introductory paragraph(s)? 

Have you thoroughly investigated and explored your main argument/claim for at least five (5) full pages?

CRITICAL READING:
Have you made effective use of:
Daniel Gilbert's essay "Reporting Live from Tomorrow" 
Three (3) sources of your choosing
Have you “Oriented the Reader,” cited your quotes/paraphrases, and explained what the concepts from your sources mean? 

CRITICAL THINKING: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Have you explained the significance and relevance of your source material in relation to your own claim/main argument? 

Does each point/idea/concept transition clearly to the next to show how everything connects?   


WORKS CITED AND FORMATTING
Have you clarified your ideas for your readers by explaining how your paragraphs relate to your claim and why you’ve brought in specific kinds of research? 

Have you included the Works Cited page at the end of your paper in proper MLA format?
MLA-formatted entries (Refer to Purdue OWL website)
Alphabetized
Proper tabbing
Proper spacing within and between entries

Is the entire essay in proper MLA format? 
1” margins
12 point font, black ink
Proper heading
Proper pagination 
Titled
Stapled
