Part 1: Locating Sources:

2. Spend a paragraph connecting this source to what we’ve already read and learned from the other writers.  In other words, why did you choose this source?

3. Write one last paragraph connecting this source/event to you and your position.  How will this source help you to more clearly and more fully explain your own position? 

4. Finally, include the MLA Works Cited citation for each source.
